Objectives
At present regional integration is one of the most debated issues in East Asia. Even though there are no regional political and economic arrangements comparable to those existing in the European Communities, East Asia is not really far behind Europe in terms of its economic interdependence. From a European perspective, stimulating regional cooperation outside Europe in general, and in Asia in particular, is one of the key priorities of the EU ‘new Asia strategy’ defined in the 1990s. The goal of this summer school is thus to examine and compare the integration process both in Europe and in Asia, and, to draw some possible lessons for East Asia in the light of the European experience which culminated with the establishment of the economic and monetary union. 

Structure of the Program
The program is made up of lectures and workshops that will be made respectively at Barcelona and Seoul for two weeks. The first week of the Summer School will be held at Pompeu Fabra University, then next week of the summer school will be held at Seoul National University. The course will be divided into two parts. In the first part, students will learn about the economic and political aspect of European integration. In the second part, students learn about the principles of regional integration in Asia, drawing lessons from European Union. Students will have the opportunity to compare European integration with Asian integration and address specific problems of regional integration in Europe and Asia from comparative perspective. The Summer School will offer a unique chance to students in Europe and East Asia to gather together, learn each other and understand each other.  The Summer School will be hoped to deepen the mutual understandings of European and East Asian students on their regional integration experiences and promote their intercultural competences. 

Participants
Participants are junior and senior undergraduate students or post-graduates from Korea, Japan, Spain and Belgium. 
Certificate
For successful participation in the Summer School a certificate of Graduate Studies of International Studies, Seoul National University will be awarded. 3 credits will be given in a letter grade with essay requirement.

Accommodation
All participants will be staying at the dormitory or similar guest house of each hosting institutions in Korea and Spain. Breakfast and Lunch, unless otherwise indicated, will be offered at the university restaurants of each hosting country. Dinner is not provided.
Visa Requirements
Participants should prepare themselves for their visa if they are required.
Participation Fee
The participation fee for the program is euro 150. It includes registration, tuition and accommodation, half-board. Students should pay for their own air plane tickets and other expenses.
